Joint Extraterritorial Zoning Committee

March 12, 2008

Chairperson Nate Klassy called the Joint Extraterritorial Zoning

Committee meeting to order at 6:00 PM at Monroe City Hall.

Present at roll call were: Members – Nate Klassy, Alois Mayer, Bill Digman,  Paul Sniff,  Also present were City Administrator Mark Vahlsing,  Building Inspector/Zoning Administrator Dave Powers, Chris Squires Vierbecker and Associaites, Rex Ewald & Angela MacLennan, Voegli, Ewald & Barthoff.,  Jim Becker

Motion to approve the minutes from the January 9, 2008 meeting made by Sniff and seconded by Mayer.  Motion carried.

Chariman Nate Klassy asked the Monroe Town Board members in attendance if they could summarize their concerns on the proposed ordinance to the full ETZ Board.

Monroe Town Board Chair Ali Mayer stated that they had some remaining concerns with the proposed ordinance.  The first concern was the adoption of the extension of the interim ETZ ordinance.  The Wisconsin Towns Association issued an opinion that the adoption of the extended ordinance was not valid.   

The second concern of the Town was the proposed density requirements.  The town would like to see the density requirements the same as their existing ordinance.    

City Administrator Vahlsing attempted to address the concerns by stating that the City Attorney felt that the ordinance extension was adopted legally.  He also stated that the City needed some type of density requirements in the ETZ Ordinance.  The proposed ETZ ordinance followed the current township density in two of the three zoning districts. 

He asked the town Board members if some type of Clustering would be acceptable.

Ali Mayer stated that the Town has concerns with clustering and again stated that the Town would rather keep the density requirements the same in the proposed ETZ ordinance as the town that are currently in their ordinance.

Mark Vahlsing stated that if the ETZ Ordinance did not have some type of density requirements that it would not make sense for the City to administer the ordinance since it would be almost identical to the current town zoning.

Ali Mayer stated that the Town would review if it would support the draft ETZ ordinance at it’s next meeting.  

A letter from Robert Rufi was distributed at this time.  The letter stated that Mr. Rufi requested that his property be removed from the ETZ Ordinance.

Pending township participation the next meeting of the ETZ committee will be held April 9, 2008. 6:30 PM at Monroe Town Hall.   . 

Motion by Sniff  to adjourn, Seconded by Mayer.  Motion Carried.
